1) Linking verb pattern:  Simple subject complement using  adjectival modifier as comparative descriptor

a) General example: Tom is smarter than James.  

b) Book example:  Rabbits are smaller than dogs

2) Linking verb pattern: Interrogative of comparative inquiry and simple response.

a) General example: “Who is smarter?” “Tom is smarter”.

b) Book example: “What is smaller than a snail? “ “A bug is smaller than a snail.”

3) Linking verb pattern: Multiple subject complements, superlative modifier, countable non specific adjective  

a) General example: “Those guys are many of my best friends and among the most respected individuals in the county.”
b) Book example:  “Many things are bigger than the biggest skyscraper.”
