Science Vocabulary
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1. nutrients (c. noun) - Substances that give us energy and keep our body working.

Ex: We need nutrients to keep our body warm and give us energy for the day. 
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2.carbohydrates (c. noun) - a type of nutrient found in food from plant that gives us energy. 

Ex: Cereal and bread are both Carbohydrates that give us energy in the morning. 
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3. endangered (adjective) – very little of this living thing left on Earth or close to being extinct. 

Ex: Because of hunting and pollution, Panda Bears are an endangered animal. 
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4. extinct (adjective) – died out. When no more of this living thing left on Earth. 
Ex: There were once many dinosaurs on earth, but now they are all extinct. 
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5. volcano (c. noun) – an opening in the Earth’s surface where lava comes out. 

Ex: Many people ran from their homes when the volcano exploded with lava. 
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6. fossil (c. noun) – what is left from an animal that lived long ago. 

Ex: Scientists use fossils to see what people looked like hundreds of years ago. 
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7. natural resource (c. noun) – something found on Earth that is necessary or useful to people. 

Ex: Soil and water are the main natural resources  needed for growing food.  
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8. microorganism (c. noun) -  a very small living thing that may not be seen just using our eyes. 

Ex: Disease, like H1N1, is an example of a microorganism too small to see using our eyes.  
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9. mold (p. noun) -  a type of fungus that grows in wet or moist places. 

Ex: After a month, the bread in our kitchen grew yucky green ​mold. 
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10. microscope (c. noun) -  a tool that uses glass lenses to allow people to see very small things. 

Ex: When I use a microscope, I can see the bacteria on my hands!
