	摘要大意
	The story uses simple words and sentences to describe the relationship between a little boy and a tree. As the boy grew, he became distanced and asked the tree for flavors. The tree was patient and kept giving her fruits, her branches and even her trunk to the boy until she was only left with a stump. In the end, the boy was too old and went back to sit on the stump. The tree welcomed him and was very happy that he came back.


	設計理念
	  Introduce the author, Shel Silverstein as a multi-talented artist who also writes songs, draws cartoons, and writes poems and stories.
The story employs simple words, sentences, and line drawings to tell a touching story. It is not difficult for any sixth grade students to read aloud or even to memorize the sentences.
  When reading the story, I split the little boy’s life into six stages, each with a different need:
1. a little boy- happy to gather leaves, and make them into crowns, etc.

2. a teenage boy- left the tree alone and carved names on the tree.

3. a young man- too big to climb and play, but needs money to buy things to have fun.

4. a grown-up man- too busy to climb trees, but wants a house, a wife and children
5. an old man- too old and sad to play, but wants a boat to take him far away.
6. a really old man- too old to do anything, and doesn’t need anything but a quiet place to sit and rest.
After the students finished reading the story, they should be ready to reproduce and read it to younger learners, as well as being able to explain the value of giving and taking.

2. To be able to read new words using phonics skill and to read the story aloud with appropriate intonations.

3. To be able to understand the underlying intention of the story.
4. Be able to appreciate and to use simple line drawings to express feelings.

5. Be able to make sentences using the sentence pattern:  ‘I’m too _____ to _____.’
6. To understand that people have different needs at different stages of life.
7. Having the tree as a metaphor as a parent, make a little book about the relationship between the student and his/her parent.

	To get the Ss interested in the author.
Be able to read the story aloud with appropriate intonations, as well as to be able to understand the underlying intention of the story.


	LESSON 1

(Key: T means teacher and Ss means students)

Warm up

1. Introduce the author and illustrator, Shel Silverstein to the students. Let the Ss know that the writer is a multi-talented artist who also write poems, songs and draw cartoons. And that although this book was written forty years ago, its content is timeless. (attachment 1)
Presentation

1. Listen to the CD of the story read by the author. Analyze the changing needs of the boy as he grows up.
2. Ask the Ss if they think the relationship between the tree and the boy reminds them of some relationship in their own lives, e.g. between a mother and a child. 
3. Ask the Ss for their thoughts about the story, such as:

i) Why does the tree keep giving things to the boy?

ii) Why doesn’t the boy play with the tree when he gets older?

iii) Why is the tree happy every time she gives something to the boy? And if you were the tree, would you do the same?

4.  Discuss Ss’ answers and conclude that the story backup the saying “It’s more blessed to give than to get.”
Wrap up
1. T reads the story again and let the Ss repeat line by line. While reading, ask Ss if they remember what the little boy need in each stage of his life.
2. Let the students copy new words and sentences from the book and study for homework.

Warm up

1. T
	Use a projector to show power-point of the author. 
1. CD player and CD read by the author.

Warm up

1. Stress on the phonics part of the new words to enhance Ss’ reading skill.
2. In pairs, have Ss take turn to read page by page.

3. Find several pairs of students to read out loud to the whole class.
Wrap up
1. Listen to the CD one more time and the whole class read together.

2. Ask Ss to read the story to parents for homework, and have parents sign on the communication book for evaluation.

END OF LESSON TWO
LESSON THREE
Warm up
Ask Ss to think of the relationship between a parent and him/herself and think of situations when they are supposed to do something, but they don’t want to do it, and to give an excuse for not doing it. T writes Ss’ response on the board.

Presentation

1. Together with the class, make sentences using the target sentence pattern, i.e.
i) I’m too tired to do my homework. 
ii) I’m too tired to clean up my room.

iii) I’m too full to eat dinner.
iv) I’m too awake to go to sleep.
