From Seed to Plant

Seeds come in all kinds of shapes and sizes.

Their outsides look different. But inside every seed lies a baby plant, waiting to grow.

Water in the soil softens the hard coat that covers this pumpkin seed. A little white root pushes through the seed coat and grows down into the soil. More roots will grow from the first root. They’ll spread through the soil and hold the plant in the ground.

A small stem pokes up out of the soil, looking for light. Two small leaves break out the seed coat.
