No, dolphins are
mammals, not fish.  Fish have fins, while dolphins have flippers.  When fish swim, they move their

tails from side to side.  When dolphins swim, they move their tails up and down.  
Fish can breathe in water, but dolphins have to go to the surface of the water to breathe.

Dolphins use sounds to find things.  They send out clicking sounds.  The sound strikes something

and bounces back to the dolphin.
